ORDINANCE #3/15 

 

An Ordinance amending Ordinance #16/12 entitled: 

“An Ordinance establishing Salaries for Superior Officers of the West New York 

Police Department” 

 

WHEREAS, the Town of West New York and the West New York Police 

Supervisors Association engaged in negotiations toward a new collective bargaining 

agreement, commencing January 1, 2015 through December 31, 2019; and 

 

WHEREAS, the parties were able to come to a settlement as to these negotiations 

and resulted in certain economic items for the association and certain economic and non-

economic items for the Town as embodied by the agreement;  

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Commissioners of the 

Town of West New York that: 

 

1. The annual salary of the Superior Officers of the West New York Police 

Department be and hereby is established as follows and shall be effective as of the 

dates indicated and shall continue to apply until this Ordinance is further amended: 

 

Salary increases across all ranks shall begin at 11:59 p.m. on each of the following 

dates:
